GAMEPLAY TIPS

Trolling Mode
In this mode, the player can move slowly and quietly around the lake 
using the trolling engine. This is very useful in finding the perfect fishing 
spot. Your fish-finder at the bottom right corner of the screen will be of 
great help to you.

Once you select a spot, use the D-pad to switch to the Casting Mode or 
Boat Mode. 

Boat Mode
In Boat Mode, you can take full advantage of the boat’s power and 
drive around the lake at full speed. At the same time, you are still able 
to use the fish-finder, but at higher speeds it is not as accurate.

Casting Mode
When you begin the game, your character will be standing at the front 
of the boat, ready to cast. You can change the casting direction using 
the Left Stick.
When you are ready to cast you should know which lure you want to 
use. This will depend on:
